Whereas water availability is critical to the economic security and way of life of people who live in the Great Lakes basin and
Whereas protection of groundwater quantity and Great Lakes water quality requires reduction in dependence on end-of-pipe, big-pipe treatment systems and

Whereas expansion of the Greater Toronto bioregion’s York-Durham Sewer System is resulting in major disruptions to ground and surface water flows in the YDSS service corridor in the City of Markham in suburban York Region and
Whereas federal and provincial staff scientists have indicated that if the YDSS service corridor is further extended to villages such as King City, base flows to rivers flowing into the City of Toronto will be further disrupted and 

Whereas local citizens groups and their elected representatives have since 1997 actively supported study of alternatives to big-pipe systems for King City, such as septic system upgrades in combination with intermediate-capacity local communal treatment systems, 
Therefore be it resolved that Great Lakes United call on the Province of Ontario to deny certificates of approval for the extension of the York-Durham Sewer System to King City and other area towns and 

Be it further resolved that in light of new information on impacts of YDSS expansion to groundwater flows, and to the ecosystems and fish dependent on those flows, Great Lakes United call on the Province of Ontario and the Federal Government of Canada to undertake a full, individual Environmental Assessment of the 2002 master plan for the York-Durham Sewer System.
